1.                  That God Only Gives Good Gifts: (16-17) 

a. WARNING: ‘do not be deceived my beloved brothers’: 

i. God does not              His Children. –Jam 1:13; 1 Cor 6:9; 15:33; Gal 6:7 

ii. God only                           good for His Children. –Rom 8:28; Eph 1:11 
 

b. INSTRUCTION:  

i. ‘Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above’:
