Major Themes in John 6:  

• Jesus is the promised Prophet like Moses; the new lawgiver.   

• Jesus is the true bread from heaven which gives eternal life. 

• Faith is likened to coming to, looking upon, and eating and drinking.   

• To grumble and refuse His Word is to disbelieve and refuse Jesus.

You have the words of eternal life, 69 and we have believed, and 
have come to know, that you are the Holy One of God.” 70 Jesus 
answered them, “Did I not choose you, the twelve? And yet one of 
you is a devil.” 71 He spoke of Judas the son of Simon Iscariot, for he, 
one of the twelve, was going to betray him.
